The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. Newsletters can be a great way to market your product or service, and also create credibility and build your organization’s identity among peers, members, employees, or vendors.


First, determine the audience of the newsletter. This could be anyone who might benefit from the information it contains, for example, employees or people interested in purchasing a product or requesting your service.


You can compile a mailing list from business reply cards, customer information sheets, Business cards collected at trade shows, or membership lists. You might consider purchasing a mailing list from a company.


If you explore the Project Gallery, you will find many publications that match the style of your newsletter.


Next, establish how much time and money you can spend on your newsletter. These factors will help determine how frequently you publish the newsletter and its length. It’s recommended that you publish your newsletter at least quarterly so that it’s considered a consistent source of information. Your customers or employees will look forward to its arrival.
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At the 37th IBEW Convention in Sept. 2006, the delegates voted to increase the Pension Benefit Fund contribution to the International per capita dues for 2010 by $1.00.  Effective with the January 2010 payment the monthly dues will be $27.70.  Please remember that the timely payment of monthly dues is your responsibility as a member.  If you allow your dues to go three months delinquent, there is a $30.00 reinstatement fee and after six months you are dropped from membership.
